1. Completely fill out the application 
2. Request that your high school transcript be 

sent to the college (use the online form from 
your high school campus)

3. Send your SAT or ACT scores to the college 
(if applicable)

4. Create an FSA ID & complete the FAFSA
5. Apply for campus specific scholarships. This 

may require a separate application
6. Apply for scholarships that could be used at 

any college
7. Pay attention to application and scholarship 

deadlines
8. Follow up to ensure all required documents 

have been received by the college or 
university

● Colleges will need a copy of a student’s transcript to admit the student.   
● After high school graduation, students will need to submit a final (official) transcript to 

the college where they will attend. 
●  Students should begin requesting final transcripts in mid-May

Transcripts



● Register with NCAA
● Register with NAIA
● Confirm with your counselor that 

you are on track with the classes 
you take for NCAA (4 X 4 Curriculum)

● Send official KISD  transcript to 
NCAA or NAIA

● Send your official SAT or ACT scores 
to NCAA or NAIA

● Pay registration fees (or use fee 
waivers if eligible)

SAT vs. ACT

SAT
● Scored on a scale of 

1-36
● 4 tests + optional essay
● 2 hours 55 minutes + 

50 minutes (optional 
essay)

● Free online prep 
through ACT academy

● Science test that tests 
critical thinking

● Score on a scale of 
400-1600

● 3 tests + optional 
essay

● 3 hours + 50 mins 
(optional essay)

● Free online prep 
(Khan Academy)

What is the TSI/Accuplacer 
and Who Needs It?

● Typically need to be “College Ready” in English 
and Math to avoid developmental classes in 
College.

● Score a 480 on SAT EBRW (English) and a 530 
on SAT Math to be college ready

● The Accuplacer/TSI is typically used by colleges 
in addition to the SAT or ACT to determine 
college-readiness

FAFSA
(Free Application for Federal 

Student Aid)
No matter what your financial situation, it is 
strongly recommended that you complete the 
FAFSA. 

It is required by all colleges for students to be 
eligible for financial aid.

The application opens October 1 every year except 
this year.  This year it will open in December.

Straight from 
organizations; can be 
based on need, or 
specific to the 
organization. Check with 
your work, church, or 
community organization 
for available 
scholarships.

Straight from the 
university; based on 
need, academics, 
ACT/SAT, or special 
programs like athletics, 
fine arts, or volunteer 
hours. Some universities 
will have one 
application for all 
freshmen scholarships.
