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Principles of Architecture (TEDS: 13004210 / KISD: 81200)

Principles of Architecture provides an overview to the various fields of architecture and interior design. Achieving
proficiency in decision making and problem solving is an essential skill for career planning and lifelong learning.
Students use self-knowledge, educational, and career information to set and achieve realistic career and educational
goals. Safety and career opportunities are included, in addition to work ethics and job-related study in the classroom
such as communications; problem solving and critical thinking; Information Technology Applications. Systems;
safety, health, and environmental; leadership and teamwork; ethics and legal responsibilities; employability and
career development; technical skills; and reading technical drawings.

Architectural Design I (TEDS: 13004600 / KISD: 81210)

In Architectural Design I, students gain knowledge and skills specific to those needed to enter a career in architecture
and construction or prepare a foundation toward a postsecondary degree in architecture, construction science,
drafting, interior design, and landscape architecture. Architectural design includes the knowledge of the design,
design history, techniques, and tools related to the production of drawings, renderings, and scaled models for
commercial or residential architectural purposes. Class is taught at the Keller Center for Advanced Learning.

In Architectural Design II, students gain advanced knowledge and skills specific to those needed to enter a
career in architecture and construction or prepare a foundation toward a postsecondary degree in architecture,
construction science, drafting, interior design, and landscape architecture. Advanced Architectural design includes
the advanced knowledge of the design, design history, techniques, and tools related to the production of drawings,
renderings, and scaled models for commercial or residential architectural purposes. Class is taught at the Keller
Center for Advanced Learning.

Practicum in Architectural Design (TEDS: 13004800 / KISD: 81213)

Practicum in Architectural Design is an occupationally specific course designed to provide technical instruction
in architectural design. Safety and career opportunities are included in addition to work ethics and architectural
design study. Instruction may be delivered through laboratory training or through career preparation delivery
arrangements. Class is taught at the Keller Center for Advanced Learning.
